WHEREAS, the District Attorney’s office has been analyzing and strategizing for the most 
efficient and cost-effective manner to ensure implementation of the newly enacted Criminal 
Procedure Law Article 245 Discovery statutes, and 
WHEREAS, the 2020 budget and salary schedule included an additional part-time Assistant 
District Attorney to assist with managing the provisions of newly required Discovery statutes, 
and 
WHEREAS, a full-time Paralegal was hired in early December of 2019 providing the 
Department with needed assistance with implementing Discovery statutes, and 
WHEREAS, the District Attorney and First Assistant District Attorney have assessed the value 
of the Paralegal position and how it better fits with the needs of new Discovery requirements and 
now request the elimination of the part-time Assistant District Attorney and creation of a full-
time Paralegal, and 
WHEREAS, the Committees on Public Service and Ways & Means did review this request 
concur, now Therefore Be it  
RESOLVED, that the Genesee County Treasurer and Human Resources Director are authorized 
and directed to amend the 2020 Employee Salary Schedule by eliminating one part-time 
Assistant District Attorney and creating a full-time Paralegal Grade 13 effective January 23, 
2020. 
Budget Impact Statement: The cost for another Paralegal starting February 3, 2020 will be 
$56,337 for salary and fringe for the remainder of the year. We budgeted $35,175 for a part-time 
ADA for the year. Therefore, we would be short $21,162.  In Addition, we budgeted $129,750 
for the new full-time Assistant District Attorney for salary and fringe.  The salary and fringe for 
the Assistant District Attorney we hired for the year is $104,289. That is a savings of $25,461.  
Furthermore, we budgeted $21,449 for medical for the Paralegal that is now working. She is not 
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taking advantage of that coverage but instead is taking for $2500 buyback. There is a savings of 
another $18,949. That means that we have $23,248 that was budgeted for our office that we will 
not be spending.

Project, and 
WHEREAS, After careful review, the Genesee County Sheriff, County Treasurer, and Director 
of Emergency Communications recommend the County Legislature accept the NYS DHSES / 
OIEC SICG award in the amount of $698,572, and 
WHEREAS, The Committees on Public Service and Ways & Means did review this request and 
recommend approval at this time.  Now, therefore, be it 
RESOLVED, That the Chair of the Genesee County Legislature is hereby authorized and 
directed to accept the NYS DHSES / OIEC SICG award in the amount of $698,572.  Be it further 
RESOLVED, That the Genesee County Treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to amend 
the budget of the Public Safety Communications Tower Capital Project as follows:

WHEREAS, the Governor’s proposed elimination of this revenue stream would offer no 
reimbursement to the County of Genesee for the significant expenses it incurs in conjunction 
with hosting the Batavia Downs Racino, and 
WHEREAS, normal inflationary pressures upon the budget, notwithstanding, the County would 
be forced to raise A fund taxes to a level that would be intolerable, and 
WHEREAS, alternatively the County would be forced to consider substantial cuts in 
Countywide, non-mandated services, the number of employees and employee benefits to offset 
this significant loss in revenue, Now, therefore, Be it 
RESOLVED, That the County of Genesee categorically opposes the elimination of the Video 
Lottery Terminal revenue, and, Be it Further 
RESOLVED, that the maintenance of the sum of $200,392 must be sustained in order to

WHEREAS, the two primary revenue sources for Genesee County are its real property tax and 
local sales tax; and 
WHEREAS, it is critically important for Genesee County to have confidence and stability in its 
revenue projections in order to efficiently and prudently develop its annual operating budgets, as 
well as to develop and implement long-term capital and infrastructure plans; and 
WHEREAS, the State has made the property tax cap permanent, therefore limiting a key county 
revenue in the face of rising costs and service needs in our community; and 
WHEREAS, in recent years, five counties have seen their home rule revenue authority held 
hostage in unrelated state policy fights, resulting in the temporary lapse of local sales and 
mortgage recording tax collections; and 
WHEREAS, NYSAC at its annual winter conference has continually asked for the same blanket 
current sales tax approval for all of the counties in New York State with Genesee presently being 
at 4%, and 
WHEREAS, the loss of these revenues caused fiscal stress and budget uncertainty for these 
counties while increasing pressure on property tax rates, and this threat extends to all counties, 
including Genesee, under the current state sales tax renewal process; and 
WHEREAS, in addition to addressing local quality of life services expected by its taxpayers, 
Genesee County must also administer and pay for more than 40 State and federal programs that 
regularly consume close to two thirds of its entire budget; and 
WHEREAS, Genesee County’s elected officials rely on their home rule authority to determine 
what balance of local taxes works best in their community; and 
WHEREAS, New York City was granted permanent local authority over their sales tax rate a 
decade ago, while county requests for the same authority have been repeatedly denied; and 
WHEREAS, Genesee County must share its sales tax revenues with its constituent city to help 
pay for services they deliver; and 
WHEREAS, the pass-through of local sales tax revenue from Genesee County to its constituent 
city will likely exceed $7 million in 2020; and 
WHEREAS, it appears that all counties, including Genesee, will be further required to use some 
of their sales tax revenues to make up for the elimination of AIM funding to their constituent 
municipalities; and 
WHEREAS, making Genesee County’s existing local sales tax rate permanent would still allow 
for appropriate State legislative review in the future upon any change; and 
WHEREAS, permanent home rule sales tax authority will provide more budget certainty and 
stability for counties, including Genesee; and 
WHEREAS, permanent home rule sales tax authority at existing rates will reduce administrative 
expense and duplication of effort to process the necessary paperwork, forms, legislative hearings, 
filings and notices, resulting in improved government operations and fiscal savings at both the 
State and local levels; now therefore be it 
RESOLVED, on recommendation of the Ways & Means Committee, That Genesee County calls 
upon the Governor and State Legislature to provide parity with New York City by granting 
permanent home rule sales tax authority to counties at their current tax rates; and, be it further 
RESOLVED, that the home rule process should be reformed so it works as efficiently as possible 
for local taxpayers and eliminates unnecessary and duplicative legislative activity at the State 
and local level, while retaining state legislative review; and, be it further

WHEREAS, the required county and New York City contribution is $7.6 billion annually; and 
WHEREAS, the local share of Medicaid funding paid in New York is the highest of any state in the 
country and is more than what 43 individual states pay in state share for their Medicaid programs; and 
WHEREAS, this large local funding share for Medicaid and other state programs is a major contributor 
to New York’s high local tax burden compared to other states; and   
WHEREAS, the Governor and legislative leaders recognize the fiscal burden the financing of Medicaid 
is for local taxpayers and initiated steps to relieve part of that burden by capping the growth in local costs 
in this program; and      
WHEREAS, one of the most prominent property tax reduction and mandate relief initiatives in state 
history was Governor Cuomo’s establishment of the zero percent Medicaid growth cap; and 
WHEREAS, this zero percent growth cap enables counties to keep funding for the growing cost of many 
vital state programs and services, while continuing local quality of life services demanded by taxpayers; 
and     
WHEREAS, the Medicaid budget is facing billions of dollars in annual deficits over the next several 
years; and 
WHEREAS, these Medicaid deficits are contributing to the largest budget deficit the state has faced since 
the Great Recession; and 
WHEREAS, the Governor’s Executive Budget Recommendation is proposing a variety of ways to 
address these combined fiscal shortfalls; and 
WHEREAS, budget proposals advanced by the Governor rely on $150 million in Medicaid program 
costs assumed by local taxpayers; and include: 

 Using county government federal enhanced medicaid match savings; 
 Losing state Medicaid growth cap if counties breach the state property tax cap; 
 Shifting the local share of Medicaid growth above 3% to counties, if counties cannot 

contain costs under 3%; and 
WHEREAS, counties do not have tools to control the Medicaid program growth; some of these 
limitations include: 

 The ability to audit the Medicaid program; 
 The ability to control the cost of perscription drugs; 
 The ability to set provider reimbursement rates;  
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 The ability to modify eligiblity and benefit levels for Medicaid recipients; 
 The ability to control changing demographics across the state;  
 The ability to control provider contracts; and 

 
WHEREAS, if state experts in the Medicaid program are unable to develop solutions to control growth in 
the Medicaid program, it will be difficult for counties to do so, since they do not have this authority to 
control costs. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Genesee County Legislature urges the Governor 
and legislative leaders to maintain the zero percent Medicaid growth cap for counties and New York City 
as they address state budget shortfalls in order to keep downward pressure on the local tax burden; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution be sent to Governor Andrew M. Cuomo, 
the New York State Legislature, and all others deemed necessary and proper.

B. Anthony, Alva Vanderbilt Belmont, and Carrie Chapman Catt; and 
WHEREAS, the ratification of the 19th Amendment represented a major victory and a turning 
point in the women’s rights movement, ensuring women could more fully participate in our 
democracy and fundamentally changing the role of women in the civic life of our nation; and 
WHEREAS, this amendment changed the face of the American electorate forever and opened 
the door to women serving in local government; and 
WHEREAS, August 26, 2020 marks the centennial of the 19thAmendment becoming a part of 
the United States Constitution, and this historical milestone is to be lauded and celebrated. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Genesee County celebrates the 100th 
anniversary of the passage and ratification of the 19th Amendment to the Constitution of the

 The Genesee Legislature met in Regular Session on Wednesday, April 8, 2020 at 
5:30PM. Because of the Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) Pandemic and the State and Federal 
bans on large meetings or gatherings and pursuant to Governor Cuomo’s Executive Order 202.1 
issued March 12, 2020 suspending the Open Meeting Law, the Genesee County Legislature 
meeting was held electronically via ZOOM video conference instead of a public meeting open 
for the public to attend in person. Legislator Maha assisted with the audit. Prayer was offered by 
Legislator Deleo followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  
 Vice Chair Clattenburg presented a National County Government Month Proclamation to 
County Manger Jay Gsell. The 2020 Theme is “Counties Matter” and during this time of crisis 
Genesee County Government and its departments is working diligently to ensure residents and 
citizens are informed and have access to needed services. County Manger Jay Gsell accepted the 
proclamation and elaborated on the work of the Health Department, Emergency Management 
Services, Sheriff and others who are working around the clock to ensure appropriate action is 
taken pertaining to COVID-19 and the health and safety of residents. 
 Legislator Gordon Dibble presented the Public Safety Telecommunicators’ Week 
proclamation to several dispatchers including Frank Riccobono, John Spencer, Samantha 
Coniber, John Eddy as well as Sheriff Sheron and Under Sheriff Mazur. All were commended 
for their work especially now during the trying times of COVID-19.  
 Minutes of the March 25, 2020 Legislature meeting were approved upon motion of 
Legislator Clattenburg seconded by Legislator Young, carried unanimously. 
 Legislator Maha reported that the Office for the Aging Advisory Council met on April 1, 
2020 and received an update from director Diana Fox on the impact the COVID-19 Pandemic is 
having on OFA services. Staff was thanked for their commitment to the provision of services to a 
vulnerable population especially during these difficult times. 
 Legislator Clattenburg relayed her appreciation of citizens who are heeding the advice of 
health officials and staying home and encouraged others to do so. The number of positive 
COVID-19 test results is rising in our county and families should have a plan to limit exposure 
such as have one designated person to get groceries and medications. 
 Chair Stein related that NYSAC is sharing a lot of useful information pertaining to the 
COVID-19 pandemic and the swiftly changing protocols. Governor Cuomo and Senator 
Schumer are providing information and briefings to keep citizens informed. Congressman Reed 
has extended an invitation to Genesee County to be heard since we do not have a representative 
in Congress.  
 County Manager Jay Gsell referenced the jobs report from County Job Development 
Bureau. There is a 2,700 percent increase in the unemployed in NYS. He shared the continued 
concern with a lack of COVID-19 test kits in our county and that EMS are working out glitches 
with the system used to get an alert to wireless devices.

Operations costs for certain individuals receiving mental health treatment at State-operated 
Forensic Psychiatric Centers; and 
WHEREAS, historically, counties have paid 50% of the per diem rate set by OMH, which has 
now reached an unsustainable cost burden on county budgets; and 
WHEREAS, the derivation of Section 43.03 of Mental Hygiene Law (MHL), dates back to 1907 
and allows the State to offset the costs of operating its Forensic Psychiatric Centers at County 
expense; and 
WHEREAS, This statute no longer reflects the current mental hygiene system or the NYS 
Unified Court System and needs to be updated to be consistent with other statutes that makes the 
State responsible for its own costs for the treatment of mentally ill individuals in State-operated 
Forensic Psychiatric Centers; and 
WHEREAS, despite the fact that counties are now paying half of such restoration services, the 
Executive Budget proposal shifts 100% of these costs to the counties; and 
WHEREAS, OMH has also taken the position that the County Mental Health 
Director’s/Commissioners are not entitled to any information about the treatment they are paying 
for; and 
WHEREAS, other payors for medical services are clearly entitled both under HIPAA and the 
MHL to receive information about the services for which payment is sought; and 
WHEREAS, OMH also indicates counties should be responsible for any medical or 
hospitalization costs incurred for individuals mandated to competency restoration which, 
depending on the medical or surgical treatment required could be hundreds of thousands of 
dollars and have devastating impacts on county budgets; and 
WHEREAS, in NYS the counties through county tax levy, already bear an overwhelming 
portion of the financial burden for supporting individuals suffering from serious mental illness 
and assuming 100% in 730.20 competency restoration costs will take away millions of dollars 
for critical behavioral health programming in the community; 
WHEREAS, Counties are requesting members of the NYS Senate and Assembly reject the 
Governor’s proposal to shift 100% of the cost of 730.20 competency restoration services to the 
County Mental Health Director’s/Commissioners in the SFY 2020-21 Enacted State Budget; and 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  that the Genesee County Legislature calls on the 
Governor and the Office of Mental Health to strongly reconsider the enactment of this proposal 
which will cripple county budgets and have a devastating impact on the counties’ ability to pay 
for behavioral health programs that are critical for serving the State’s most vulnerable 
populations.

He further stated the Federal Stimulus 4.0 that Congressional leaders 
are crafting is based on population. NY Pause is still in affect and regions are receiving more 
guidance from Empire State Development on who can re-open in Phase I. Enforcement of non-
compliance is still gray. Locally, the County has over 45 employees furloughed and there is a 
strategic hiring freeze. Department heads have been asked to limit future expenditures and 
identify what expenses will be eliminated for the reminder of the 2020 budget. Emergency 
Management Services expects to receive 10,500 more washable face masks.

Budget Impact:  Neutral.  Expenses are fully funded with previous County 2020 budget approval.

Legislator Torrey offered the following resolution: 
WHEREAS,  The Director of the Office for the Aging did request acceptance of a three year, 
annually renewable RSVP (Retired and Senior Volunteer Program) grant award totaling $47,500

Directed In-home Services operated by Genesee County Office for the Aging; and  
WHEREAS,       Homecare services are in great demand with the rising number of frail and/or 
chronically ill elders in our county needing in-home and community support services with 
homecare agencies unable to fill homecare cases due to lack of in-home workers; and 
WHEREAS,      Under Consumer Directed In-home Services, control is shifted to the consumer 
(or eligible consumer representative) for budgeting, care planning, decision making, arranging 
for services and staffing; and  
WHEREAS,       This is the second renewal of five (5) total  contract renewals with potential for 
three (3) additional one (1) year renewals for provision of Fiscal Intermediary services with 
regard to Consumer Directed In-home Services and the Committees on Human Services and 
Ways and Means does recommend approval at this time.  Now, therefore, Be it   
RESOLVED,   That the Chairman of the Genesee County Legislature is hereby authorized and 
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directed to execute the necessary document to award the contract to Willcare, Inc. to serve as

Legislator Clattenburg offered the following resolution: 
WHEREAS, Genesee County Legislature passed resolutions 402 in the year 2018 and 316 in the 
year 2019 whereby the County would voluntarily distribute annual payments in quarterly 
amounts to certain Towns and Villages located in Genesee County, and   
WHEREAS, The County has made the first quarterly payment of 2020 to certain towns and 
villages, and 
WHEREAS, on January 30, 2020 the World Health Organization designated the novel 
coronavirus, COVID-19 outbreak a public health emergency of international concern and on 
March 7, 2020 New York Governor Andrew Cuomo declared a State disaster emergency for the 
entire State of New York followed by several executive orders including the now in effect 
PAUSE, aimed at limiting the spread of COVID-19, and  
WHEREAS, the COVID-19 pandemic and subsequent effect on New York State and Genesee 
County has resulted in unprecedented impacts to county revenue that per the State financial plan 
will likely impact local government budgets into 2024, and 
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WHEREAS, Genesee County has taken calculated measures to reduce expenditures by 
eliminating multiple capital projects and asset acquisitions, instituting a strategic hiring freeze, 
furloughing many County employees and conducting a complete review with measured cuts to 
funding contracts and agreements with outside agencies, and 
WHEREAS, without further aid from the federal or state government, Genesee County must 
further mitigate the financial shortfall within the current budget as well as future budgets by 
eliminating voluntary revenue distribution to Towns and Villages, Now therefore Be it, 
RESOLVED, that the Genesee County Legislature hereby rescinds Resolution 402-2018 and 
316-2019, and the same are hereby declared null and void, and Be it further 
RESOLVED, that after the first quarter 2020 revenue distribution payments, the Genesee 
County Treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to discontinue all future voluntary revenue 
distribution payments to Towns and Villages until further notice.  
Prior to the vote Legislator Clattenburg stated that the purpose of the resolution is to remove the 
authorization from the Treasurer to distribute the revenue distribution payments at the 2018 
level. Legislator Maha stated he would not support the resolution due to concerns with some of 
the language and he thinks there is time to further analyze the numbers. Legislator Torrey 
commented that he had similar reservations and agreed the measure does not need to be passed 
now. Legislator Yunker stated he would not support the resolution and would like to see a 
replacement resolution offered giving Towns and Villages some clarity on what revenue 
distribution they can count on. Chairperson Stein commented that town and village leaders have 
participated in weekly conference calls where it has been communicated that there is intent to 
ensure they will not be left behind.

Wednesday, May 27, 2020 
 The Genesee Legislature met in Regular Session on Wednesday, May 27, 2020 at 
5:30PM. Because of the Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) Pandemic and the State and Federal 
bans on large meetings or gatherings and pursuant to Governor Cuomo’s Executive Order 
suspending the Open Meeting Law, the Genesee County Legislature meeting was held 
electronically via ZOOM video conference. Privilege of the Floor is available to members of the 
public in accordance with Legislature Rule No. 22: A person other than a County Legislator may 
request permission to address the Legislature on any matter to be considered at the session. 
Legislator Deleo assisted with the audit. Prayer was offered by Legislator Yunker followed by 
the Pledge to the Flag.  
 In addition to our regular meeting, Chair Stein opened a public hearing on Fair Housing 
Practices. No one spoke on the matter; the public hearing remained open until 6:16 PM. 
 Legislator Deleo proclaimed May 17-23 National EMS week and thanked EMS 
Coordinator Tim Yaeger for the work done year round to train and prepare EMS practitioners.  
 Minutes of the May 13, 2020 Legislature Meeting were approved upon motion of 
Legislator Deleo seconded by Legislator Maha, carried. 
 Legislator Maha stated that he attended a Cornell Cooperative Extension Board meeting 
and shared with board members that the Legislature is conducting a review of all outside agency 
funding. They are financially stable at present and seem to be preparing for cuts from funding 
sources including the County. 
 Chair Stein reported on matters covered during today’s Finger Lakes Region Control 
Room conference call: Ontario County Fair has been postponed, tent camping and campgrounds 
are open as of May 25th, the executive order suspending the Open Meetings Law is expected to 
be extended for another month and county leaders are asking for consistent messaging for 
businesses. Genesee County has a 2% infection rate for COVID-19 which demonstrates that 
residents are doing a good job of maintaining social distancing, sanitizing and wearing masks 
appropriately. 
 County Manager Jay Gsell stated he has had conversations with the Genesee County Ag 
Society President who indicated they are planning some activities and working within the 
guidelines of NYS protocols. As we plan for Phase 2 of re-opening, all are reminded to complete 
and file plans and attest to that fact that plans are in place. There is a dashboard of information 
that is updated daily and available that includes data pertaining to COVID-19. ESD and Finger 
Lakes Regional Representative Robert Duffy related that the Governor is monitoring all data and 
will provide the final determination as to when we are given the go-ahead to phase 2. Mr. Gsell 
reported that the Mexican Consulate General contacted the City and County to discuss resources 
available to migrant farmworkers. A list of food pantry’s will be developed and distributed to 
farms and their migrant population. A pop-up food pantry is scheduled for June 3rd in Batavia 
where milk, meat, fruits and vegetables will be distributed to those who come to the distribution 
site at Northgate Church.  
 The Clerk proceeded with the resolutions:

subdivision (a) to the date four months prior to the effective date shall be read as referring to May 1, 
1994, and the reference in subdivision (b) to the date immediately preceding the effective date shall be 
read as referring to August 31, 1994.  Nothing herein shall be deemed to exempt from tax at the rate in 
effect prior to September 1, 1994 any transaction which may not be subject to the additional tax imposed 
effective on that date. 

Section 3: Section four of Resolution No. 297 of the year 1980, as enacted November 26, 1980, 
as amended, is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 4: Imposition of compensating use tax. 
(a) Except to the extent that property or services have already been or will be subject to the sales 

tax under this enactment, there is hereby imposed on every person a use tax for the use within this taxing 
jurisdiction on and after September 1, 1994 except as otherwise exempted under this enactment,  (A) of 
any tangible personal property purchased at retail,  (B) of any tangible personal property (other than 
computer software used by the author or other creator) manufactured, processed or assembled by the user,  
(i)if items of the same kind of tangible personal property are offered for sale by him in the regular course 
of business or (ii) if items are used as such or incorporated into a structure, building or real property, by a 
contractor, subcontract or repairman in erecting structures or buildings, or building on, or otherwise 
adding to, altering, improving, maintaining, servicing or repairing real property, property or land, as the 
terms real property, property or land are defined in the real property law, if items of the same kind are not 
offered for sale as such by such contractor, subcontractor or repairman or other user in the regular course 
of business, (C) of any of the services described in paragraphs (1), (7) and (8) of subdivision (c) of section 
two,  (D) of any tangible personal property, however acquired, where not acquired for purposes of resale, 
upon which any of the services described under paragraphs (2), (3) and (7) of subdivision (c) of section 
two have been performed, (E) of any telephone answering service described in subdivision (b) of section 
two and (F) of any computer software written or otherwise created by the user if the user offers software 
of a similar kind for sale as such or as a component part of other property in the regular course of 
business. 

(b) For purposes of clause (A) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing 
September 1, 1994, and ending November 30, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent (4%) and 
on and after December 1, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent (3%), of the consideration 
given or contracted to be given for such property, or for the use of such property, including any charges 
for shipping or delivery as described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of section one, but excluding 
any credit for tangible personal property accepted in part payment and intended for resale.  

(c) For purposes of subclause (i) of clause (B) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period 
commencing September 1, 1994, and ending November 30, 2015, the tax shall be at the rate of four 
percent (4%), and on and after December 1, 2015, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent (3%), of the 
price at which items of the same kind of tangible personal property are offered for sale by the user, and 
the mere storage, keeping, retention or withdrawal from storage of tangible personal property by the 
person who manufactured, processed or assembled such property shall not be deemed as taxable use by 
him. 
      (d) For purposes of subclause (ii) of clause (B) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period 
commencing September 1, 1994, and ending November 30, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of four 
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percent (4%), and on and after December 1, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent (3%), of the 
consideration given or contracted to be given for tangible personal property manufactured, processed, or 
assembled into the tangible personal property the use of which is subject to tax, including any charges for 
shipping or delivery as described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of section one. 

(e) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this section, for purposes of clause (B) of 
subdivision (a) of this section, there shall be no tax on any portion of such price which represents the 
value added by the user to tangible personal property which he fabricates and installs to the specifications 
of an addition or capital improvements to real property, property or land, as the terms real property, 
property or land are defined in the real property tax law, over and above the prevailing normal purchase 
price prior to such fabrication of such tangible personal property which a manufacturer, producer or 
assembler would charge an unrelated contractor who similarly fabricated and installed such tangible 
personal property to the specifications of an addition or capital improvement to such real property, 
property or land. 

(f) For purposes of clauses (C), (D) and (E) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period 
commencing September 1, 1994, and ending November 30, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of four 
percent (4%), and on and after December 1, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent (3%), of the 
consideration given or contracted to be given for the service, including the consideration for any tangible 
personal property transferred in conjunction with the performance of the service and also including any 
charges for shipping and delivery of the property so transferred and of the tangible personal property upon 
which the service was performed as such charges are described in paragraph three of subdivision (b) of 
section one. 

(g) For purposes of clause (F) of subdivision (a) of this section, for the period commencing 
September 1, 1994, and ending November 30, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of four percent (4%), and 
on and after December 1, 2023, the tax shall be at the rate of three percent (3%), of the consideration 
given or contracted to be given for the tangible personal property which constitutes the blank medium, 
such as disks or tapes, used in conjunction with the software, or for the use of such property, and the mere 
storage, keeping, retention or withdrawal from storage of computer software described in such clause (f) 
by its author or other creator shall not be deemed a taxable use by such person. 

Section 4:  Subdivision (k) of section six of Resolution No. 297 of the year 1980, enacted in 
November 26, 1980, as amended, is amended to read as follows: 

(k) Exemption of certain energy sources and related services from additional one percent rate of 
tax.

Legislator Clattenburg offered the following resolution: 
WHEREAS, in response to the COVID-19 pandemic, Congress has enacted extraordinary 
measures to help states and localities with increased costs and lost revenue; and 
WHEREAS, a key action enacted by the federal government was a 6.2 percent increase in the 
federal medical assistance percentage (FMAP); and 
WHEREAS, Congress has used this mechanism to provide fiscal relief to states and their local 
government Medicaid funding partners to reduce the financial burden they often experience in an 
economic downturn; and 
WHEREAS, we understand the State of New York has already drawn down about $2.5 billion 
for the period January 1, 2020 through June 30, 2020; and 
WHEREAS, under federal law a portion of these funds are required to be passed through to 
counties and New York City; and  
WHEREAS, we estimate the local share is about 20 percent; and 
WHEREAS, counties and New York City are struggling with higher costs associated with 
responding to COVID-19 and experiencing extensive revenue declines due to the shutdown of 
large swaths of the economy; and 
WHEREAS, in addition to mounting losses in local revenues, counties are also expecting 
significant cuts in state aid; and 
WHEREAS, many counties have enacted plans to reduce non-mandated expenses to the degree 
they can without sacrificing public health and safety; and  
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WHEREAS, these expense reductions also require a review of the workforce, including layoffs; 
and  
WHEREAS, we project that each quarter of enhanced FMAP funding is worth hundreds of 
millions of dollars for counties and New York City; and 
WHEREAS, the State has been holding three years of similar enhanced FMAP payments owed 
to counties and New York City under the Affordable Care Act that are worth hundreds of 
millions of dollars; and 
WHEREAS, Genesee County’s expected share for 2020 is $460,000 of this Federally directed 
State managed locally executed funds, now therefore Be it 
RESOLVED, that the County of Genesee is requesting that the State immediately release the 
first quarter of enhanced Medicaid federal matching funds for the pandemic response to Genesee 
County to provide some partial fiscal relief to the current conditions; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, we request that the State provide a timeline to all counties on 
the release of the enhanced federal Medicaid matching funds related to the Affordable Care Act 
that have been withheld for years and the likely mechanism on how these funds will be delivered 
to counties and New York City; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, we understand the State is experiencing severe fiscal stress, as 
well, and we want to work cooperatively with the State to develop a plan on the release of the 
withheld federal enhanced Medicaid funds due to counties under the Affordable Care Act and 
future pandemic FMAP increased funding; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution be sent to Governor Andrew M. Cuomo, 
the New York State Legislature, the New York State Congressional Delegation, the New York 
State Association of Counties, and all others deemed necessary and appropriate.  
Legislator Young seconded the resolution which was adopted by 326 votes. 
The meeting adjourned at 6:15 PM upon motion of Legislator Klotzbach seconded by Legislator

 The Genesee County Legislature met in Regular Session on Wednesday, June 24, 
2020 at 5:30PM at the Old Courthouse, 7 Main Street, Batavia, New York. Legislator             
Clattenburg assisted with the audit. Prayer was offered by Legislator Young followed by 
the Pledge to the Flag.  
 Legislator Yunker presented a proclamation designating July as Park and 
Recreation Month to Highway Superintendent Tim Hens, Deputy Superintendent Paul 
Osborn and members of the ACORNS. The County Park and DeWitt Recreation area 
have seen a 300% increase in visitors this spring. Park availability and outdoor recreation 
is of greater importance to residents during the global COVID-19 pandemic. Mr. Hens 
acknowledged the support of the Legislature and commended the dedication and 
commitment of Paul Osborn. ACORNS contributed nearly $500,000 in volunteer hours, 
money gifts and equipment. 
 Minutes of the June 10, 2020 Legislature meeting were approved upon motion of 
Legislator Young seconded by Legislator Deleo, carried unanimously. 
 Legislator Dibble stated he and Legislator Torrey attended the first fire service 
task force meeting where an historical update was provided by EMS Coordinator Tim 
Yaeger. Legislator Maha reported on attendance at Inter County Association where there 
were 46 in attendance via Zoom. Genesee County is scheduled to host the August 
meeting at Draves Arboretum in Darien. Chairperson Stein reported on discussions with 
Sheriff Sheron pertaining to the plan and timetable for the newly required state mandate 
for local law enforcement to engage in the re-innovation, collaboration and review 
process. The Sheriff’s department is undergoing the certification process which will be 
concluded later this year. With the CJAC committee already in place Genesee County is 
better prepared to engage appropriate segments of our community. Chairperson Stein 
thanked community members who worked on the front lines caring for COVID-19 virus 
patients and all who have worked through Pause NY to ensure community members in 
need of food or meals were cared for, essential businesses remained open all while 
following guidelines and safe practices. County Manager Jay Gsell was commended and 
thanked for his dedication to ensuring county business was conducted and guidelines and 
protocols were followed these past three months. Chairperson Stein acknowledged the 
support of vice-chair Clattenburg and thanked her for service during this unprecedented 
pandemic.  
 County Manager Jay Gsell commented that the economic recovery committee has 
been meeting and discussing ideas and options. Finger Lakes region is expected to move 
into Phase 4 of reopening June 26. The governor continues to determine which activities 
and businesses will be included in each phase. Today, the governor issued a travel 
advisory concerning people who have visited States with a resurgence of COVID-19 
positives. People are expected to self-quarantine for 14-days. Newly appointed district #1 
legislator Chad Klotzbach had a tour of several county departments and met with 
department heads.

 The Genesee County Legislature met in Regular Session on Wednesday, July 22, 
2020 at 5:30PM at the Old Courthouse, 7 Main Street, Batavia, New York. Legislator             
Maha assisted with the audit. Prayer was offered by Legislator Torrey followed by the 
Pledge to the Flag.  
 In addition to our regular meeting Chair Stein opened a public hearing on the 
Genesee Community College proposed operating budget and sponsor share for 2020-
2021 academic year. All interested parties were invited to be heard. 
 Resident John Sackett signed up to speak on various agenda items. He shared his 
views of spending county taxpayer dollars and urged legislators to be conservative in 
spending. 
 Legislature Chair Stein stated this is County Manager Jay Gsell’s last legislative 
meeting before his retirement date of August 14, 2020 and presented him with a 
retirement proclamation. Vice Chair Clattenburg presented Mr. Gsell with a County 
plaque and thanked him for his years of dedicated service to the citizens of Genesee 
County. Mr. Gsell served as Genesee County manager for nearly 27 years. He immersed 
himself in the community where he joined the Rotary Club, served on United Way Board 
of Directors and was a volunteer for several schools serving as a judge for senior exit 
projects. He lead the County through the sale of the nursing home, county-wide water 
project, new court facility, airport enhancements and a forty-year sales tax agreement.  
Mr. Gsell commented that he has worked with a good team of department heads and is 
confident Assistant County Manager Matt Landers will step right into the position of 
county manager. 
 Minutes of the June 24, 2020 Legislature meeting were approved upon motion of 
Legislator Maha seconded by Legislator Deleo, carried unanimously. 
 Legislator Maha reported on the July Inter County Association meeting where the 
NYSAC representative shared an update on stimulus package negotiations.

WHEREAS, MSB charges a 2.19% fee per transaction, with a $1.00 minimum; and  
WHEREAS, the Recording Office wishes to contract with Gila LLC, d/b/a Municipal 
Services Bureau to provide credit card services; and 
WHEREAS, the MSB system is more efficient and charges lower fees to our customers. 
NOW THEREFORE upon recommendation of the Ways and Means Committee of this 
body, it is hereby

Office for the Aging 
Director: Diana Fox 
2020 proved to be an extremely unusual year with policy and program regulations greatly 
adjusted due to the pandemic, changes in funding streams, as well as subsequent increases in 
collection and reporting with for the clients we serve.  Never more than this past year was it 
evident just how important basic needs are for our older adults and the challenges to obtain those 
needs can be many. Additionally, the financial and living situations of the increasing population 
of our older adults are changing with trends toward longer life, financial constraints, multi-
generational housing, etc.  Anxiety, depression, substance abuse screenings continue to add to 
the time it takes to serve our clients.  This has been a trend for the past few years, making it more 
and more challenging to keep up with demand and in this pandemic year the social isolation 
really added to those concerns. With all these opportunities comes the need for sustainable and 
growing staff resources.  Unmet Needs, EISEP and NY Connects Expansion and Enhancement 
funds have helped to retain increased staffing to manage these additional long term care 
screening, information, assistance, and referral deliverables, but we are beginning to outgrow 
capacity to keep up with it all.  
 
NY Connects Genesee Care Options provides information, screening, assistance, and referral 
using a network of local access points to provide one stop access to free, objective and 
comprehensive Information and Assistance on long term care services. With NY Connects 
Expansion and Enhancement funds from NYSOFA, NY Connects is expanding and evolving to 
become the ultimate “No Wrong Door” (NWD) service. In Genesee County, we worked closely 
with the Orleans and Wyoming County OFA’s and the Independent Living of Genesee Region to 
continue standardizing how intake services are delivered and learn more about one another’s 
services in order to make appropriate referrals.    In 2020, 3170 individuals (442 of which were 
in person) were assisted by Genesee County OFA’s NY Connects system. 
 
HEAP (Home Energy Assistance Program) OFA processed 363 applications from Aug. – Dec. 
2020.  This number is up 52 from last years’ (2019) amount.  The average benefit was $440 per 
household.   This figure is $45 less that in 2019.  Thirty-eight applications were denied due to 
lack of proper documentation.   
Transportation and transportation coordination requests were lower in 2020 due the 
COVID-19.   RTS-Genesee through the OFA Medical Transportation contract in Genesee 
County provided 721 total rides for medical transports in 2020.  That is 147 less than 2019.  The 
Muriel H. Marshall Fund Community Action Transportation Services (CATS) provided 1424 
specialized, round trip, door-through-door service rides including out-of-county medical or non-
medical service in 2020.  That is down 144 trips from 2019.   
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The Volunteer Transportation Program only operated from January through March in 2020.  The 
total number of round trips was 60.  That is down 302 trips from 2019.  The decision to suspend 
this service was due to the nature of the program.  Older adult volunteers use their own vehicles 
to transport older adults to out-of-county medical appointments.  This was too close proximity 
during the COVID-19 pandemic.  The program still remains on hold.  Handyman Intake: 
Pathstone’s Handyman Program limited the amount of jobs due to COVID-19 and 130 work 
orders were completed in 2020 calendar year. That is down 13 from 2019.  The work provided to 
seniors in our county consists of small repairs in and around their home.  The main objective is 
to ensure that their home is safe and livable.   
 

Farmers’ Market Coupons OFA distributed 933 Farmers’ Market Coupon booklets in 2020, 93 
more than in 2019.  This program offers older adults who are income eligible a packet of 
coupons providing a total $18,660.00 in benefits to residents ($20 each). The program offers 
older adults more access to fresh produce from local farmers 

HIICAP (Health Insurance Information and Assistance program) Served 1100 individuals – 
most via the phone; assisted 348 individuals under 65, 115 of which were disabled; assisted 113 
individuals with skilled nursing facility questions, clarifications, or application assistance; 
Medicare 101 went virtual; low income program applications were way down due to COVID 
extending Medicaid assistance/not having to renew. 
 
Legal Services Continue to work with the Center for Elder Law and Justice (CELJ) to provide 
legal services to Genesee County residents 60 years and older. The legal service most requested 
from older adults was completion of a Power of Attorney. A virtual legal program was provided 
to community members in December of 2020. 
 
In home and respite care There continues to be a critical need for a viable homecare 
workforce.  In recognition of this, the state has provided additional funding under EISEP for the  
Unmet Needs programs.  The additional funding for EISEP has allowed us to provide some 
additional PERS units.  Many of the clients, who are waitlisted for EISEP services due to aide 
shortages, are now being served under the Unmet Needs funding in various ways.  For instance, 
some are receiving housekeeping/cleaning services, laundry service, incontinence supplies, and 
in a few cases, a ramp, a stair lift or walk in shower.  The aide shortage has resulted in a higher 
number of clients on the EISEP waitlist.  Funding has been the barrier in serving more clients. 
EISEP (Expanded In-Home Services for the Elderly Program) – 28 clients receiving services.  

o 22 of those clients receiving in home aide service. 
o 15 of those clients are receiving PERS (Personal Emergency Response System) 

through the program. 
o Over 92 clients on the EISEP waitlist – 21 of those clients were picked up for the 

Unmet Needs funding while others will be assessed ongoing. 
 Unmet Needs funding was provided to our office to address clients’ needs until they are 

able to receive assistance through EISEP. 
o Provided one ramp allowing client to access safely in and out of her home. 
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o Provided one walk in shower so a client could take a shower instead of sponge 
bathing. 

o Provided extermination services to client to eliminate cockroach infestation to 
allow client’s gas to be turned back on and the purchase of a new stove. 

o Provided incontinence supplies and PERS units. 
 
Nutrition Program In general we have had a steady increase in our HDM program, however 
due to the pandemic we saw a large jump in the number of individuals needing this service and 
the number of meals served each day; fewer short-term clients and an increase in those receiving 
long-term services which facilitates their ability to stay in their home. This is another indicator of 
the impact our local aging population has begun to have on our resources.  Genesee ARC 
continues to prepare quality home cooked meals.  342 Older adults received Home Delivered 
Meals and 139 received Congregate Meals, serving 43,405 meals in total. An additional 785 
meals were provided under contract for Medicaid Managed Long Term Care meal services.  
 

RSVP (Volunteer Placement Program) of Genesee County. In 2020, 233 older adult 
volunteers (age 55 to 95+) made important contributions through 17,200 hours of service, 
primarily focused in community based programs which help older adults remain supported in 
their homes.   Safe volunteer options were limited due to COVID-19, with partner stations 
closing or significantly limiting engagement.  Volunteers who could engage provided essential 
help in community COVID responses such as Home Delivered Meals, food pantry assistance, 
and phone call companionship to isolated, vulnerable residents.  Additionally, volunteers 
delivered library materials, provided financial assistance and income tax preparation. These 
programs and services would be impossible to provide without volunteers.  In 2020, RSVP 
volunteers began assisting with COVID-19 testing clinics Wellness and Recreation 
Programs.  From January to mid-March 2020, the Office for the Aging provided daily 
opportunities for residents 60+ to join card groups, develop artistic skills and improve physical 
fitness through classes run by volunteers, who meet them at their level, but perhaps most 
importantly, the opportunity to meet with friends who are often like an extended family.  With 
COVID-19, came the suspension of all in-person Senior Center Recreation Activities, which 
continues to date.  To maintain connection and promote cognitive and emotional wellness, we 
began mailing a weekly newsletter, which has grown to 400 households.    

Due to COVID, the National Council on Aging’s (NCOA) Aging Mastery Program® (AMP) that 
was scheduled for March was cancelled.  A follow up class for AMP Alumni, also scheduled for 
March 2020 was cancelled.  In late 2020, GCOFA staff began working on a virtual AMP session 
which will launch in February 2021. 

This evidence-informed program encourages the development of sustainable behaviors across 
many dimensions that lead to improved health, stronger economic security, enhanced well-being, 
and increased societal participation.  Caregiver Services continued partnership with the 
Alzheimer’s Association – WNY Chapter and 6 other Offices for the Aging in WNY for the 
Alzheimer’s disease Caregiver Support Initiative. During 2020 our office provided over 450 care 
consultations to over 116 unduplicated caregivers who are caring for a loved one with 
Alzheimer’s disease or other type of dementia. 
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We were able provide safety devices to caregivers caring for someone with a memory 
impairment to help keep their loved one safe.  We continue to collaborate with the Genesee 
County Sheriff’s Department for persons with dementia in the Project Lifesaver program. If an 
enrolled client goes missing, the caregiver notifies the Genesee County Sheriff’s Office 
immediately and a trained emergency team responds to the wanderer’s area. Staff at our office 
facilitated a monthly support group.  After the pandemic impacted this area the group was moved 
from meeting in person to meeting via telephone. Animatronic Pets: in 2020, 53 animatronic 
pets were distributed to at-risk, isolated older adults in our community. The purpose of these pets 
is to combat loneliness due to the pandemic. Title IIIE – to assist in reducing caregiver stress. 

o Provided three care receivers with a PERS unit. 
o Provided funding for two clients to attend Social Adult Day Program (program was open 

for a total of 5 months during 2020) once a week and one client twice a week.

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Department of Social Services 
Commissioner: David Rumsey 
 

The Department of Social Services primary mission is providing protection, care, assistance and 
support to the vulnerable citizens of Genesee County.  In 2020, the Department began the year as normal 
and then dealt with a COVID-19 pandemic not previously experienced.  The way we served individuals 
and families providing them Temporary Assistance, SNAP, HEAP and Medicaid services, and providing 
protection and support for children and families in Child Protective Services, Children’s Services and 
Adult Services had to be changed.  The complexity of cases did not change, but the way they were 
provided had to be modified to keep both the clients and staff safe. From the end of March, we continued 
to meet the mandates of the program and service areas requirements.  Despite many challenges, that 
included being at 50% staff coverage, the Department remained within the limits of the approved 2020 
departmental budget.   

The 2020 Family Assistance caseload averaged 96 cases per month, a decrease of 22 cases from 
2019.  The 2020 Safety Net program caseload averaged 139 cases per month, a decrease of 19 cases from 
2019.    The Employment Unit work continued to facilitate self-sufficiency for these clients.  The SNAP 
caseload decreased 3% to 2,490.  Expenditures for the SNAP program indicate that our clients redeemed 
$9,229,113 in SNAP benefits to date in 2020.  In our county 2,289 households received regular, 519 
received renter’s and 396 received emergency benefits under the Home Energy Assistance Program 
[HEAP] totaling $1,179,522.50 in the 2019–2020 heating season.  The State continues to further expand 
eligibility for SNAP and HEAP benefits, while steadily decreasing the amount of State reimbursement 
provided to facilitate the local administration of these programs.  The Program and Fraud units continue 
to work closely in investigating and monitoring front end detection, computer matches and intentional 
program violations, to ensure that only the truly needy/eligible individuals and families receive on-going 
cash assistance.  The Child Support Unit has met and is exceeding their goal of an 80% collection rate for 
2020. 
 Medicaid continues to be the biggest expense faced by our County.  Even with the Medicaid cap, 
the local share of the program is approximately $9 million annually.  Currently 3,280 individuals are 
recipients whose benefits are managed locally, while the NYS of Health indicates that they have enrolled 
9,346 individuals from Genesee County.    There have been continued delays to the State’s take-over plan 
of Medicaid, making it seem unlikely that it will be accomplished in the future.  There is little hope of 
fiscal relief from Medicaid costs, as the County will remain responsible for the current weekly local 
shares for Medicaid services, even if and when the administrative duties are removed, absent any 
legislative funding changes at the State level.    
 The Child Protective Services unit received 901 reports in 2020, a decrease of 66 reports from the 
2019 total.  We saw a significant increase in Education Neglects due to remote learning mandates.  Adult 
Protective Services referrals for 2020 totaled 168 compared to 178 referrals in 2019. The Mandated 
Preventive Service unit has worked with 217 children this year, a 40% decrease from 2019.  Of these 217 
children, 23 of them ended up in a foster placement.  Efforts to reduce the numbers (and costs) of children 
in out-of-home placements continue. At the close of 2020, 61 youth from Genesee County are anticipated 
to be in out-of-home placements for which DSS is financially responsible, a decrease from 2019.   Of the 
61 youth currently in foster care placements, 34 youth are in regular foster care, 4 youth are in cluster 
care, 14 youth are in therapeutic foster care, and 9 youth are in residential placement, A total of 11 
adoptions were finalized in 2020 with 3 pending.  There are 11 children freed for adoption.   

Staff attended 938 training deliveries during 2020, an increase of 17% from 2019.  Most of these 
trainings were conducted virtually. 

2020 staff turnover included 10 resignations, 1 retirement, 3 terminations. Note: Of the 10 
resignations 2 went to work with other County departments.  8 staff were furloughed for 3 months.  The 
Director of Fiscal Operations and Child Support position was filled on June 29th, 2020. 
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Board of Elections  
Commissioner: Lorie Longhany (D)

In reviewing the 2020 election year we started out with several Primary Elections as well as a 
Special Election on June 23rd. These races went very smoothly with no waiting for voters and no 
machine or site issues.  There also were no issues with Early Voting for the June Election. 
 
We implemented electronic poll books for the General Election.  We received a lot of positive 
feedback from our inspectors as well as the voting public on this change.  There were really no 
issues with the November Election considering how busy our poll sites were.  There was a high 
turnout for Early Voting due to the pandemic and there are no issues to report.  
 
For each election, we received a record number of absentee requests not only due to the 
Presidential Election but also the pandemic.  
We anticipate 2021 to be a slower year being that it’s a local year. 
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Highway Department 
Superintendent: Tim Hens, P.E. 
 
COVID set back highway operations significantly in the spring as crew were working every 
other day schedule to maintain the requirement to drop to 50% staffing. This put the department 
several weeks behind on spring preparations for construction season. The construction season 
was far from normal as the state withheld 20% of CHIPS, PAVE-NY and EWR funding. This 
eliminated several maintenance and rehabilitation projects from the schedule.  
 
Preservation treatment in the form of NOVAchip was performed on 3.17 miles of County Road 6 
(West Sweden Rd in Bergen).  Oil and stone maintenance was completed on over 39.5 miles of 
road.  Both Halstead and Wilkinson Roads were overlaid with Hot Mix Asphalt, as was Walker’s 
Corner Rd for a total of 4.73 miles.  The bridge crew performed major rehabilitations on the 
Colby Rd Bridge and the McClernon Rd Bridge. Both bridges were steel deck bridges that had 
been red flagged by NYSDOT. In the case of the McClernon Rd Bridge, the County completed 
permanent repairs for less than the local share of the design of the replacement under the federal 
aid program. It is expected that these repairs should last 20 additional years before the bridge 
will need replacement. The County continued to press ahead with designs for the replacement of 
(4) bridges under the 2018 BRIDGE-NY program. All four bridges, as well as two other federal 
aid bridges, will be ready for replacement in 2021. The county also received design grants for the 
replacement of the South Lyons St Bridge in the City of Batavia as well as a bridge on Darien-
Alexander Townline Rd. 
   
The County Highway Department deferred most equipment purchases in 2020 to adjust to 
lowered sales tax revenue. A few piece of machinery that were purchased and in process prior to 
the pandemic included (3) flag trucks and a road widener. The Road Machinery Fund continued 
to make annual payments on lease-purchases from previous years.  Payments included the 
interim payments on the Dozer, Wheeled Excavator and Wheel Loader.   
 
The County continued with the implementation of the Mobile 311 work order tracking system 
for highway related projects.  The total labor and equipment cost towards road and bridge 
maintenance for 2020 was $1,121,277 on over 237 work orders.  The largest work category was 
Ditching and Driveways, which totaled over $225,000. 
 
Public Health Engineering reviewed 60 sanitary projects and 10 backflow prevention devices. 
Twelve approvals were given to new water districts and water district extensions; which was 
slightly less than what had been reviewed in 2019. 
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Genesee County Airport 
 
The last remaining old T-Hangars were torn down this summer and the footprint filled in with 
asphalt on a temporary basis as the airport awaits funding for an upcoming apron reconstruction 
project to rebuild the entire apron in this area.  
 
The county moved forward on Phase IV of T-Hangar expansion using a New York State grant to 
fund approximately 75% of the project. Due to COVID manufacturing delays, only the 
foundations and concrete pad were poured prior to the onset of winter. It is expected that the pre-
engineered metal building will be delivered in late winter and that construction of an additional 8 
units will be completed by spring.  This hangar in-fills that last remaining “shovel-ready” hangar 
site. Future hangar development will require significant expansion of apron and pavement areas. 
This is unlikely until the Airport updates its Master Plan with the FAA. 
 
The coronavirus pandemic affected the airport in several ways. Fuel sales fluctuated wildly 
throughout the year as business traffic initially fell off and recreational flying took off thanks to 
consistently good weather across the summer. Business traffic then picked up, as commercial 
aviation looked less attractive due to virus transmission. At the end of the year, overall fuel sales 
had increased 3% from 2019 levels, led by an expansion in Jet-A sales of more than 10%. 100LL 
sales dropped slightly from the year prior.  The airport was also the beneficiary of the pandemic 
related CARES Act, which provided $69,000 in general use aid from the federal government. 
These funds were used by the County to offset debt service payments on the Terminal and Main 
Hangar constructed in 2015. 
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Genesee County Parks, Recreation, Forestry 
 
Reservations 
Shelter reservation and rentals took a major hit in 2020 as pandemic related shutdowns initially 
kept the parks closed in winter-operating mode and then when allowed to open tight restrictions 
limited the number of people that could gather. This resulted in numerous refunds and 
cancellation of reservations. By year-end, revenue for shelter reservations was down 
approximately 50% from the previous year. 
 
Interpretive Nature Center 
The County continues to receive funds through the NYS OPRHP ZBGA program.  This year’s 
grant was for $37,372.42.  The Park was also awarded an OCFS Grant in the amount of $6,550.   
 
The ACORNS, park volunteer organization, continues to support the County Parks system 
through their volunteer efforts in programs, Nature center greeting, park cleanup, program 
promotion, program delivery, and various fundraising activities.  The ability of the group to 
conduct support at traditional levels was restricted due to COVID-19. The Interpretive Center 
remained closed for much of the spring lockdown with the Environmental Educator on furlough 
as well. An SCA Intern was not hired this year due to limitations from the pandemic.  
Environmental programming form the Interpretive Center went virtual in many cases.  Outdoor 
hikes and socially distanced programming continued when possible. 
 
Genesee County Park and Forest 
Several events were cancelled at the Park due to COVID-19 restrictions. The park remained on 
winter-hours until mid-June as the county restricted hiring of seasonal workers during the 
furlough period. Foot traffic through the park was off the charts as people were anxious to get 
out of their houses. Google analytics estimated that attendance in parks was up almost 300% 
from normal for most of the year. As restrictions eased during the summer, the county was able 
to start taking shelter reservations. With limitations on how many guests could gather, there were 
several deferments of reservations into 2021 and multiple cancellations and refunds on picnic 
pavilions.  
 
DeWitt Recreation Area 
Use of the newly completed Ellicott Trail proved to be beneficial for folks looking to get out of 
their houses due to the pandemic. This link to the DeWitt Recreation Area remained well used 
throughout the year.  The ice rink was not setup this year due to the pandemic.   
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Genesee County Water 
 
Construction is underway on Phase 2 of the countywide water project. Critical MCWA binding, 
while initialed delayed due a derailed bond market from the pandemic finally occurred in May. 
This financing allowed the county to be reimbursed for funds it had advanced on construction 
during 2019 as well as move ahead on several large projects. 
 
Water main construction on Vallance Rd and North Rd started in 2019, but stalled in a major 
fashion in late spring and early summer as the contractor had a difficult time boring under the 
NYS Thruway. This resulted in major project costs increase, delays and claims. The logjam and 
disagreement on claims broke free in the fall and work was substantially complete by the end of 
the year. Many of the claims remain unresolved and it is likely that they will require litigation to 
be sorted out. 
 
Construction on Chestnut Ridge Rd and the offsite water mains related to the new Pump Stations 
in Churchville and Mumford were completed by fall and the water mains placed in service.  
 
Both the Mumford and Churchville Pump Stations are under construction but significantly 
behind schedule to COVID-related manufacturing delays on everything from pumps to doors and 
light fixtures. It is estimated that these two pump stations will be completed by the end of 
February 2021. The Mumford Pump Station in particular is of importance as it provides an 
immediate relief of 350,000 gallons per day that can be offloaded from the North Road Pump 
Station in Le Roy. 
 
Water Supply continues to be the focus. A very dry and hot summer of 2020 stressed water 
supplies to the max and the county required temporary pumping from both the east and west to 
meet demands in the central portion of the county were demands have increased rapidly in the 
past few years. It is expected that this same crunch will happen again in 2021 as some of the 
pump station upgrades planned for Phase 2 in Riga, Scottsville, Wheatland and at North Rd will 
not be completed prior to the peak summer usage.

Genesee County Facility Maintenance 
 
The county continues to seek outside support for the failing masonry at 14 Main Street. This 
project has been unsuccessful for the past three years in finding grants to fund the significant 
restoration and repairs needed at this facility. 
 
Construction contracts were bid and awarded for the improvements at the Animal Shelter that are 
funded by a NYS Ag & Markets Companion Animal Grant. The execution of these contracts has 
been delayed significantly by manufacturing delays because of the pandemic. It is expected that 
the construction will be completed by the middle of April 2021. 
 
The county completed a fire alarm upgrade the Highway Facility on Cedar Street and replaced a 
critical fire alarm control panel at the 5130 East Main St. 
 
The County put the concept of a new jail into a holding pattern due to the uncertainty 
surrounding the pandemic as well as the unknowns related to bail reform, jail population declines 
and the possibility of the state allowing for shared jails between counties. It is anticipated that 
this project will get back on track sometime in 2021.

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History Department & Records Management 
Historian: Michael J. Eula, LL.M., Ph.D. 
 
The Research Library in 2020 assisted approximately 636 people interested in our local history, 
primarily through emails, Zoom, and telephone communications. A more personable approach 
was not possible because of the coronavirus crisis. We also generated about $1,069 in revenue. 
Our team of dedicated and talented volunteers donated 513 hours, and totaled an impressive ten 
in number. These volunteers contribute enormously to the work of the History Department, 
which only has two full—time members (the County Historian, who also doubles as the Records 
Management Officer, and the Research Assistant) and one part-time member who works in the 
Records Center. In conjunction with the full-time staff, volunteers assisted with the indexing of 
records, the filing of historical documents, and the processing and storage of those primary 
historical documents. The number of hours they contributed to our community declined by 2,307 
hours, when compared to 2019, due to the coronavirus crisis.   

The promotion of local history ensued through a total of eight presentations and tours, along with 
responses to 636 information requests on topics ranging from genealogy to naturalization records 
to a variety of local history inquiries. The County Historian provided eight public presentations 
to a total of about 260 guests. Throughout the year, the History Department maintained a public 
presence, despite a furlough and interruptions induced by the coronavirus crisis, designed to 
promote the Department and the projects of the Genesee County Historians Association. The 
Genesee County Federation of Historical Agencies also completed its eleventh year of existence. 

The Records Center activities included the removal and shredding of 196 cubic feet of obsolete 
records, and the transfer of 425 cubic feet of inactive records from County Departments. The 
Records Management program also responded to 167 requests for records. Finally, the Microfilm 
Lab produced 47 rolls of film for County Departments. 
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Human Resources 
Director, Anita Cleveland 

The Genesee County Human Resources Department strives for excellence on a daily basis in 
providing employment related resources, addressing the information needs of staff, and serving 
thirty-six (36) outside municipalities, prospective employees and other customers.  During the 
calendar year of 2020 union contracts were ratified with CSEA General and Sheriffs Employees 
Association.   
 
In March 2020, Governor Andrew Cuomo’s Executive Order declaration of a disaster emergency 
due to the global COVID-19 pandemic created several challenges for Human Resources.   

 The Governor directed a 50% reduction of in-office staff resulting in two Human 
Resources Clerk employees alternating their work schedules.   

 All in-person orientations were suspended and done via telephone.   
 All Civil Service examinations were postponed. 
 Creation of new policies and procedures:  Daily Health Assessment, Telecommuting 

Policy, Safety Plan, Travel Policy, Sick Leave Policy, Conducting Civil Service Exam 
Procedure. 

 In person meetings went to Zoom video conference. 
 Furlough of approximately 50 employees. 
 Reassigning of employees to provide support to the Health Department. 
 Delay in union negotiations for AFSCME and DSA 
 Tracking employee’s eligibility for COVID paid sick leave. 

 
Even with the challenges above, Human Resources continued to strive forward and adjusted to 
the “new normal”.  In December 2020, we successfully held our first Civil Service exams since 
the beginning of the COVID-19 pandemic.  New safety procedures were implemented for the 
safety of the exam monitors and exam candidates.   
 
Requests for Proposal were initiated for a Third Party Administrator for Medical, Pharmacy and 
Flexible benefits.  This resulted in a change in the County’s Administrators for Pharmacy and 
Flexible benefits.   
Another new project that was initiated in the Fall of 2020 was DocuWare document management 
and workflow automation.  This software will enable us to digitize, secure and automate Human 
Resource documents and reduce the use of paper.     
 
As we move into 2021 we will continue to make adjustments where they are needed and 
continue to efficiently provide excellent service to county employees and the public.  Even with 
the challenges we have all faced, the County employees and community have come together to 
help each other however they can during this pandemic. 
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Information Technology 
Director: Stephen Zimmer 
 
Information Technology continues to focus on providing a secure, stable and reliable 
infrastructure that supports all County departments and external clients, including town 
assessors, volunteer fire departments, Village of LeRoy, City of Batavia and Corfu Police 
Departments, and County residents and businesses that access the web site for general 
information, forms, applications, County Real Property (GIS) data, and the connection to various 
NYS web sites for Public Health Information, NY Connects (Long Term Care), Purchasing Bids 
and RFPs, Emergency Preparedness, and many others. 
 
The 2021 Budget reflects the projected loss in tax revenue due to the Covid-19 pandemic. 
County IT eliminated one FTE technical position and reduced other expenses to keep a flat 
budget for 2021. To compensate we have applied for three grants through DHSES and the NYS 
BOE to supplement the budget. If the grants are awarded the funds will be used to procure 
additional cybersecurity software / hardware and consulting services to focus on needed 
improvements given the continued threats from external entities.  
 
Major 2021 initiatives include: 

 Continue to focus on cybersecurity as external threats continue to pose a significant risk 
to systems availability and data integrity. Use operating and grant funds to procure 
software / hardware that supports a cloud-based off-site backup, continued end-user 
training, system log reviews, vulnerability scanning, data classification, two-factor 
authentication for critical applications, patch management. 

 Infrastructure improvement, review of switch configuration, audit recommendations and 
the upgrade to a ‘next generation’ firewall. Complete an annual review of storage 
requirements. 

 Complete the network segmentation of the Board of Elections network and completely 
isolate their equipment from the County Network. This project has been delayed due to 
the pandemic. 

 Continue to support departments as more staff are working remotely. This includes the 
expanded use of video conferencing and the ability to connect from anywhere at any time 
which creates the request for added laptops and phones. 

 Complete the Windows-10 upgrade for all connected Windows based devices. 
 Address the deficiencies with PCI Compliance throughout the County. 
 Investigate moving to an Office365 platform and outsource email and MS Office 

applications to the cloud within the coming years. 
 The Applications team will continue to apply updates to the Public Safety, Financial, 

Human Resources and GIS applications to ensure they are compliant and current with 
supported vendor releases. 

 The Technical Services team will continue to keep critical infrastructure patched to 
ensure compliance and meet minimum security standards for Windows based servers. 

 Once again, reload the Document Management project, training more IT staff to assist 
department’s with moving to Docuware and eliminating paper as much as possible.

The challenge, as always, is the balancing act allocating 
time between department requests, Help Desk tickets and project work, ensuring our customer’s 
needs are met in a timely manner but we don’t neglect the necessary care and feeding of the 
critical infrastructure.

Justly proud of the work the JDB Team accomplished during the unprecedented challenges of 
the COVID-19 pandemic; the team charged ahead re-arranging our space, modifying programs, 
adapting plans while adjusting to telework and a virtual environment to ensure we met the 
evolving requirements of our customers. We remained available to the citizens of Genesee 
County in need of Workforce Development Services. 
 
Received over 6,100 contacts (in-person and virtual) and 897 folks began receiving service with 
the Career Center this year.  Maintained Career Center phone coverage in the absence of partner 
agencies; staying abreast of Unemployment Insurance changes to give callers the most up to 
date information. 
 
Provided financial assistance to 32 individuals enrolled in occupational training at area training 
facilities, providing $53,400 for tuition, books, and other support. An additional 16 individuals 
were served and/or enrolled in occupational training providing over $34,900 in support using 
Trade Act Assistance.  
 
Sponsored 21 people for work experiences, on-the-job, or customized training at Genesee 
County businesses; paying a portion of the trainee’s wages during the training period and 
providing more than $36,500 in work training subsidies.   
 
Placed 37 youth in summer jobs at 25 local businesses and non-profit agencies. Subsidized over 
$56,000 in wages to Genesee County youth during the summer program. We also began a work 
ethic awards process and 90% of our youth received awards based on nominations from their 
employers. In addition, two youth were hired into ongoing unsubsidized employment at the end 
of the summer. 
 
Held 5 job fairs, connecting 130 job seekers to 56 employers that attended the fairs.  We 
organized several virtual job fairs however cancelled due to lack of job seeker registrations.  
 
Conducted 65 workshops covering topics such as job search strategies, resume writing, 
interviewing skills, civil service system, LinkedIn, basic computer skills, Job Search Club, Job 
Fair Success, Life Skills, and Veteran’s Job Club. Assumed sole responsibility to ensure 
workshops continued in the absence of our partner agencies. 
 
Hosted 12 free computer trainings in partnership with the NIOGA Library System.   
 
Teamed up with Buffalo Niagara SCORE Counselors who provided mentoring on business 
operation and startup for 9 local entrepreneurs.  
 
Continued to provide fee for service programing to the Department of Social Security Ticket to 
Work Program and  the NYS Department of Education ACCES Core Rehabilitation Services.  
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Mental Health 
Director: Lynda Battaglia, LCSW 
Within the last year, Genesee County Mental Health has survived and demonstrated great 
resiliency during the Global Pandemic of COVID-19, a.k.a. Corona Virus. We have adjusted and 
adapted to all the curve balls that were thrown at us without any interruption of services.  
 
Throughout the last year, GCMH was able to increase utilization of telehealth services for all 
clinical and provider staff, which allowed us to continue providing services without interruption 
when the Pandemic started to worsen. Telehealth in and of itself, set the stage for us to be able to 
provide services to our community in a delivery method that was safe and conducive to our 
clients. For those that could not utilize telehealth services, we continued with face to face 
appointments and our Open Access for crisis walk in appointments never stopped.  
 
Even through the pandemic, we were able to receive approval through the N.Y.S. Office of 
Mental Health to open Satellite Offices in Oakfield-Alabama and Leroy Schools. This allows us 
to provide onsite Mental Health Services to the student population. As schools flip between 
teaching on site, fully remote or through a hybrid model, being able to provide Mental Health 
Services to students during this Pandemic, is critical.  
 
We expanded our provider service by signing a contract with Consilium Locum Services. This 
has allowed us to use a Locum Dr. via telehealth to assist with our growing need within our 
outpatient clinic program. This has worked out well and assisted in decreasing the wait time for 
psychiatric appointments.  
 
Our new Electronic Medical Record went live on July 1, 2020 with minimal interruptions. All 
staff were trained on the new system and it provided us with additional mechanisms to populate 
and generate reports to ensure that we are serving people at max capacity.  
 
The financial department moved to the Administrative wing allowing for staff to focus on fiscal 
duties and Administrators were moved throughout the agency. The Clinical Director was moved 
to an office on the medical side and the DCS moved to an area in the center of the clinic that was 
not being used. The moves allowed for administration to be with staff and located in areas that 
provides an opportunity for immediate involvement should it be needed.  
 
Securemedy has provided GCMH with security services this past year. The have provided the 
agency with excellent services. The security measures that have been implemented allows for an 
environment where staff and visitors feel safe.

Probation Department 
Director: Tim Michalak 

 
During calendar year 2020, the Probation Department filled one Probation Officer 

vacancy and also hired a new Principal Financial Clerk. Throughout most of the year we had to 
find a way to effectively do our jobs in the midst of the COVID-19 global pandemic. One of the 
ways we accomplished this was by utilizing “check-in” software that interfaces with our offender 
management system. During these challenging times, many of our staff members volunteered to 
help our County team by conducting quarantine checks for the Health Department.   
 In 2020, Probation Officers prepared 435 Investigations for the Courts. The Department 
also received 233 new cases on probation. The average number of persons on probation at any 
one time was 524.  Rehabilitation of the offender is paramount in reducing recidivism and 95 
offenders were successfully discharged from probation supervision in 2020.  However, 
community protection and offender accountability are also important components of community 
supervision. In 2020, the Probation Department filed 67 violation petitions with the Courts. 
These petitions led to 31 cases being revoked, usually resulting in incarceration. 

In 2020 Probation Eligible Diversion (PED) was continued in the Probation Department.  
Eligible offenders were diverted from the New York State Department of Corrections. As a 
result of this initiative, the Department was reimbursed by the Office of Probation and 
Correctional Alternatives as a part of a Block Grant. In an effort to help reduce the high cost of 
housing offenders in jail, the Probation Department continued to offer the Confinement Option 
Program to the Courts in Genesee County as an alternative to incarceration for probation 
violators. 

Intake services are an important part of the juvenile justice system in Genesee County. 
Youth and their families are referred to the Probation Department on a regular basis for diversion 
services.  In 2020, 38 cases were opened for intake diversion and 19 cases were successfully 
diverted from Family Court intervention. 

The Probation Department also serves as a collection agency for the Courts by collecting 
and disbursing restitution to victims. Fines are also collected as a courtesy to the Courts for 
individuals sentenced to probation supervision. In 2020 the Probation Department collected a 
total of $152,208.47 in restitution and fines. The Department also collected DWI Supervision 
Fees in the amount of $23,117.00.  In all, a total of $175,325.47 was collected by the Probation 
Department.   

The Probation Department was in full compliance with New York State’s staff 
development standards for Probation professionals in 2020 and we received commendation for 
our contribution to public safety and offender accountability for collecting DNA from offenders 
sentenced to Probation. 

Probation remains the most cost effective alternative to incarceration program in New 
York State.  This Department continues to identify the greatest risk offenders and allocate 
resources appropriately. The criminogenic needs of these offenders are continually assessed in an 
attempt to change offender behavior and reduce recidivism, creating a better quality of life for all 
our citizens while making Genesee County a more desirable place to live and work.

Subject was determined to have also been involved in a Robbery,1st 
investigation in early January, which was handled by the Batavia Police, and subject was incarcerated 
following arraignment.

 Personnel:  With additional Office of Victim Services grant funding, added a part-time position to 
work with victims.  Increased hours for two part-time DWI workers for three months to 
compensate for one unfilled part-time position until that position was filled. 

 Victim Assistance grants from the NYS Office of Victim Services increased for the 2020-
2021 grant year to $130,104.49.  This is a 14% increase of $17,623.  With these additional 
funds and a rising victim caseload, we were able to add an additional part-time victim 
advocate. 

 STOP DWI funding increased from $34,449 to $35,326.  Staffing remains at 17 hours per 
week for two grant-funded employees, as well as one County-funded, part-time position.  
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 Received increased funding from $1,800.30 to $1,882.21 per quarter for Ignition Interlock 
monitoring, bringing the yearly total to $7,528.84, an additional $327.64 for the year. 

 DCJS Community Service and RUS funding remained the same from 2019 to 2020 at 
$41,876 total per grant year.  This is our only performance-based contract paying $228.56 per 
successful completion of Community Service and $26.26 for each case monitored with bail 
reform until the funding reaches the maximum grant amount.  Funding for the 2020-2021 
grant year has not yet been received. 

 Genesee Justice was one of three recipients of a two-year project sponsored by the New York 
Association of Pretrial Service Agencies (NYAPSA) and the New York City Criminal Justice 
Agency to provide support for the planning and implementation of the key provisions of the 
new bail law and adoption of pretrial best practice standards. 

 Bail fees continue to dwindle with Bail Reform.  These funds are needed to cover items that 
our grants do not and allow our office to not request money in the county budget.  This 
includes funding for training, mileage, supplies, and other office needs.  

 

JUSTICE FOR CHILDREN ADVOCACY CENTER (JFCAC)__ 

DIVISION_______________________________________________________ 
 

 The COVID-19 pandemic created unique challenges for the JFCAC in 2020, but we are 
proud to report that we were able to safely continue to provide services throughout the 
duration of the year.  The most important secret to the success of this program has been the 
dedication, creativity, and flexibility of the JFCAC staff and our multidisciplinary team. 

 Satellite offices at 31 Duncan Street, Warsaw, and 243 South Main Street, Albion, continue 
to be well utilized and have been an invaluable asset during the pandemic because it helped 
to facilitate social distancing and sanitation between services. 

 The number of cases seen at the JFCAC decreased in 2020, in large part due to the 
pandemic.  Disruptions to in-person schooling, sports, recreational, and faith community 
activities reduces a child’s opportunity to disclose abuse to a trusted adult or mandated 
reporter. 

 Although the number of cases seen at the JFCAC dropped significantly in 2020, the number 
of cases involving children acting out on other children rose by 10%.  In 2019, 24% of 
JFCAC cases involved juvenile subjects; and in 2020, that rate rose to 34%.  The exact cause 
of this is unclear, but the isolation and changes in the level of supervision of children due to 
the pandemic may be a factor. 

 Although there was some staff turnover in 2020, all staff positions are filled at this time.  
The current staffing at the JFCAC includes a full-time Program Coordinator, a full-time 
Lead Family Advocate, two full-time Family Advocates, and a part-time Clerk Typist.  
Current contractual team members include a Forensic Interviewer, Supervising Forensic 
Interviewer, Mental Health Therapist, and Clinical Supervisor.  The JFCAC struggled in 
2020 to identify an additional Mental Health Therapist to fully meet the demand of the 
community.  Recruitment efforts for this position continue into 2021.   

 The JFCAC was awarded a grant to enhance medical programming.  This grant will fund 
contracts with medical providers that will fully compensate them for medical exams, 
consultation, and attendance at multidisciplinary case reviews.  It will also fully fund 
medical rooms in Orleans and Wyoming Counties.  This development will reflect positively 
on the JFCAC as we complete our reaccreditation by the National Children’s Alliance in 
2022. 
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  The grant award from the NYS Office of Victim Services increased by $15,533 from 2020 to 
2021.  The grant award from the NYS Office of Children and Family Services increased by 
$84,905 from 2020 to 2021.  The new medical enhancement grant accounts for $60,000 of 
that increase.  NYS Office of Victim Services has been withholding 20% of payment for 
every claim submitted.  This began when the April-June voucher and continues to the 
present.

Sales tax revenues decreased in 2020 to just over $41.1 million, a decrease of approximately 
2.7% from 2019 sales tax revenues.  A percentage of that revenue is shared with the City of 
Batavia each year.  Based on the last statewide sales tax report provided by the New York State 
Association of Counties (NYSAC) as of the end of the 4th quarter 2020 statewide collections 
(excluding New York City) were down by approximately 0.9%. 
 
Interest rates declined considerably in 2020 as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, which has 
had a significant impact on the County’s interest earnings.  Interest earnings in the General Fund 
alone decreased by over $500,000 from what was earned in 2019, a decrease of almost 50%, 
despite our office’s best efforts to invest County funds at the highest rates possible in tandem 
with support from Three + One. 
 
The Treasurer’s Office worked with the Monroe County Water Authority who borrowed 
$20,000,000 on the County’s behalf as part of Phase II of the County’s water supply expansion.  
The Treasurer’s Office will be working with Fiscal Advisors in 2021 to potentially refund some 
of the County’s outstanding debt assuming that interest rates remain low as predicted. 
 
The County’s independent auditing firm completed the 2019 calendar year audit.  The County 
received an unmodified opinion and no material weaknesses or deficiencies were identified. 
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Veterans Service Agency  
Director: William Joyce 

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic no report of the number of claims, appeals and pensions can be 
provided. This office has numerous claims in the appeals process and we are still waiting for 
their results. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) has begun a new process for the appeals. 
Rapid Appeals Modernization Program (RAMP) into effect 14 FEB 19. This new process also 
opened up a new way of submitting a supplemental claim or what was called in the past a 
reconsideration claim by utilizing two new forms. Even though the process is somewhat new, the 
“RAPID” is non-existant. Also due to the Pandemic, Appeals have been removed from the 
Regional office responsibility to the County VSO’s.  
 The office has an established and continues to have a contractual relationship with 
DSS.  This is assisting more and more veterans and their families.  The veteran is applying to 
DSS for benefits and DSS is referring them to our agency to establish eligibility for federal 
benefits first.  This is a substantial cost savings to the county.  We have had 83 referrals and 
55veterans and/or widows who have qualified for federal benefits from the Department of 
Veterans Affairs.  This results in a greater reduction in the cost of local Medicare benefits. 
 Over the past year, this office had 6410 contacts and has provided 8040 client 
services.  We have completed 132 Veterans’ property tax exemptions. This number will increase 
due to the returning Active Duty Reservist/Guardsman.  Continue supporting the National 
Cemetery known as the “Western New York National Cemetery” located at NY Route 77 and 
the Indian Falls Road, Town of Pembroke, Genesee County by keeping in contact with our 
Federal, State Representatives and Local Legislature and providing assistance in preparation of 
the VA Form 40-10007(Pre-Need Application). 
 The Western New York Cemetery is now open, and had the first veteran burial on 18 
OCT 20. They have been holding burials M-F ever since averaging 4-6 per day. 
 A surrounding county Honor Guard also been established to render honors, counties so 
far that are participating are , Genesee, Orleans, Wyoming, and Erie counties. 
 Also, the Western New York Memorial Council has been established with Bi-Laws and 
Board of officer and currently working on obtaining their 501c, but until it is established the 
organization will “Piggy Back” with the WNY Heroes organization so they can accept donations 
while going through the 501C process. 
 Continue and improve the Veterans Mentorship Program by increasing the number of 
Mentors.  This has been in existence since 2009.  We have graduated 46 veterans to date with no 
repeat offenders.   
 This agency is highly involved with the NYS Department of Labor. The NYS 
Department of labor has recently assigned an employee to the Veterans Mentorship program this 
past year to assist veterans going through the court process to find employment. 
 Continue to gain knowledge of what is available to veterans and their families by 
attending Service Officer training offered by the National Association of Veterans Service 
Officers and the New York State Veteran Service Officer Association
